BACKGROUND:

For a number of years the City has provided an Officer to serve as a School Resource
Officer at Corning High School. Past funding for this has previously been provided through
various grants, in the past fiscal year the Program was able to continue through funding
provided by the Byrne Criminal Justice Innovation Program grant.

In Fiscal Year 2017/18 the School Resource Officer (SRO) position is being budgeted
100% from the General Fund. It was hoped the High School would share the cost 50/50 with
the City for the SRO position moving forward.

The proposed Agreement between the City of Corning and the Corning Union High
School District will allow funding to continue the assignment of a School Resource Officer
(SRO) to Corning High School and Centennial High School.

If approved, the Agreement term shall commence on February 1, 2018 and terminate on
June 30, 2019.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

If approved, under this Agreement, Corning Union High School District agrees to the

following:

e Total monies paid to the City if the Agreement is completed with zero (0) SRO
absence from the District for critical incidents and/or emergencies would be
$62,274.60 for a 9 month period (September through May). This equates to 50% of
the total SRO salary, inclusive of benefits;

¢ The rate shall be billed on a 40-hour week and payable to the City at $6,919.40 per
month, which calculates to an hourly rate of $59.88; and

¢ SRO removal beyond 1 hour per pay period shall permit District to reduce payment
to the City by $59.88 for every hour, beyond two hours, of SRO absence for the pay
period at issue exclusive of vacation, sick leave, or family leave.

e This rate shall increase by two percent (2%) effective January 1, 2019 to reflect the
Union negotiated salary increase for all members of the Operating Engineers Local
Union No. 3 Public Safety Unit.

e District shall pay overtime costs incurred by the SRO where District requests
attendance at non-school day and/or non-school hour events beyond the 40-hour
work schedule. Costs shall be actual overtime costs paid by the Corning Police
Department plus actual administrative costs to process said overtime. The Police
Chief has the discretion to limit overtime hours of the SRO and the overtime paid
shall be in addition to the compensation set above.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF CORNING AND THE CORNING
UNION HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT FOR THE PROVISION OF SERVICES AND
PLACEMENT OF A SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER

This Agreement is entered into between the City of Corning, a municipality of the State
of California (“City”) and the Corning Union High School District (“District”).
Collectively, the City and District shall be referred to as the parties.

I
RESPONSIBILITY OF PARTIES

1. Pursuant to the terms and conditions herein, the City agrees to perform all of the
following:

A. Under the supervision of the Corning Police Chief or other person so designated
by the Police Chief, a sworn Police Officer shall be assigned to the District as a
School Resource Officer during regularly scheduled school days as specified on
the District’'s school calendar, which is attached hereto as EXHIBIT “A” and made
part of this Agreement by express reference. Notwithstanding the preceding,
should any school day be an official Holiday of the City, the School Resource
Officer (“SRO”) shall not be assigned to work on any such day.

B. City, through its Police Department, shall assign the SRO to the District at a 40-
hour per week assignment. The City, through its Police Chief or other
responsible person of the Department shall have the discretion to remove the
SRO from his or her regular 40-hour per week assignment for purpose of
responding to any critical incident or emergency. A critical incident or emergency
as used herein is intended to mean any act necessitating SRO response as
determined by the City, through its Police Department, including but not limited to
staffing shortages. City shall inform the District of any SRO removal as provided
in this paragraph and further inform the District of when, approximately, the SRO
will resume services at the District. Removal of the SRO as allowed herein shall
result in a reduction in the amount of compensation payable by the District to the
City pursuant to this Agreement. In such as event, the parties shall establish a
per-hour reduction in what the District pays City for the pay-period in which the
SRO was absent as provided for critical incidents and/or emergencies. The
parties shall consider the total monies paid to the Cily if the Agreement is
completed with zero SRO absence from the District for critical incidents and/or
emergencies, which is $62,274.60. Being 52 weeks in a year, and a 40-hour per
week work schedule as mandated by this Agreement, it equates to 2,080 hours
or work at $59.88 per hour. Any SRO removal beyond 1 hour per pay period
shall permit District to reduce payment to the City by $59.88 for every hour,
beyond two hours, of SRO absence for the pay period at issue exclusive of

vacation, sick leave, or family leave.
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The SRO shall coordinate enforcement details, including truancy, and utilize the
resources available to the Corning Police Department in doing so. It is the goal
of the Corning Police Department to maintain a low rate of truancy at the District
through enforcement and counseling of students and parents. The SRO, among
other duties, shall target violence, gangs, and illegal drug activity occurring at the
District, and to work with District Staff, Students, and Parents in combatting these
problems.

The SRO, through use of its Police Department resources and any applicable
youth violence prevention program, to educate parents of students attending the
District of gang member recognition, early warning signs of illegal drug use, and
other issues relating to the heaith and safety of the students attending the
District. The SRO will also attempt to contact parents of any student believed to
be involved with gangs, violence, illegal drugs, or other matters of concern to
request parental involvement to aid in re-directing the student’s behavior.

The SRO shall work with District Staff and Administrators to seek the safest
learning environment for the District students, which can include, but is not
limited to, communication enhancement, prevention, planning and in school
safety training to prevent criminal conduct within the District.

The City, through its Police Department, will complete quarterly reports of the
SRO activity, including total time spent at the District, statistical tracking of crimes
reported and arrests made at the District as the SRO, citations issued by the
SRO, the number of truancy contacts, and counseling sessions had through SRO
contact and/or diversion efforts. The quarterly reports will be provided to the
District Superintendent.

. The person assigned to the SRO position may change during the term of the

Agreement. Notwithstanding, the City recognizes the benefit in maintaining
assigned consistency in the position and will attempt, in good faith, to allow the
person designated SRO to maintain the position for the duration of the
Agreement unless circumstances require a change as determined by the Police
Chief in his or her absolute discretion.

. Pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, and during the term thereof, the District
agrees to perform all of the following:

A.

Compensate the City as provided in Section II entitled “Compensation” of this
Agreement.

Provide to the City Police Chief a schedule of the calendared school days for the
school year and any planned events of which the District desires the SRO to
attend that are not regularly scheduled school days and/or within the regularly
scheduled school hours. This information is to be provided in writing upon
execution of the Agreement for a period of one month. Thereafter, this
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information is to be provided to the Police Chief every month for the following
month’s calendar to allow for proper planning and scheduling by the Police
Department. Additionally, the City Police Chief may adjust the SRO schedule to
allow his or her presence at the non-scheduled school day and/or non-school
hour events, which District acknowledges will prevent the SRO from being at the
District for 40-hours for the given week in which the non-school day and/or non-
school hour events occur.

.
COMPENSATION

A. District shall pay $62,274.60 to the City for the SRO services described in this
Agreement. This amount is calculated at the hourly rate of $59.88, which shall be
billed on a 40-hour week and payable to the City at $6,919.40 per month for the 9-
month school year term (September through May). The parties recognize that the
hours may differ each month with Holidays and scheduling, and that at the end of
the term the parties will reconcile as needed to ensure payments made for services
performed are met; however, for convenience, the parties elect to pay as agreed.
This rate shall increase by two percent (2%) effective January 1, 2019 to reflect the
salary increase for all members of the Operating Engineers Local Union No. 3 of the
international Union for Operating Engineers AFL-CIO for Public Safety Employees of
the City of Corning.

B. District shall pay City of a net-30 basis, and this provision shall survive the term of
this Agreement.

C. District shall pay overtime costs incurred by the SRO where District requests
attendance at non-school day and/or non-school hour events beyond the 40-hour
work schedule. This cost shall be the actual overtime costs paid by the Corning
Police Department plus the actual administrative costs to process the overtime. The
Police Chief has the discretion to limit overtime hours of the SRO. The overtime
paid shall be in addition to the compensation set above.

.
TERM

This Agreement shall commence on February 1, 2018 and shall thereafter terminate on
June 30, 2019. This Agreement can be extended for a greater duration upon the mutual
and written assent of the parties to be affixed to this Agreement as an addendum.
| Iv.
TERMINATION

A. If District and/or City materially fail to perform its responsibilities as established in
this Agreement, the non-breaching party shall have the right to terminate the
Agreement for cause effective immediately. Upon termination, the District shall pay
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the City for services rendered through the date of termination. There is no limitation
on damages, type or amount that either party can pursue against the other following
an allegation of breach or other warranted basis.

V.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT, AMENDMENTS, HEADINGS, EXHIBITS/APPENDICES

A. This Agreement supersedes all previous MOUs relating to the subject of this
Agreement and constitutes the entire understanding of the parties hereto. City and
District specifically acknowledge that in entering into and executing this Agreement,
each are relying solely upon the provisions contained in this Agreement and no
others, whether oral or written.

B. No changes, amendments, or alterations to this Agreement shall be effective unless
in writing and signed by both City and District.

C. The headings that appear in this Agreement are for reference purposes only and
shall not affect the meaning or construction of this Agreement.

D. If any ambiguity, inconsistency, or conflict exists or arises between the provisions of
this Agreement, such ambiguity, conflict or inconsistency shall not be construed
against one party over the other.

VL.
NO ASSIGNMENT AND NON-WAIVER

This Agreement is not assignable. The waiver by either party of any breach of any
requirement of this Agreement shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any other breach.

VIL.
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

The parties are construed as independent contractors and nothing in this Agreement is
intended nor shall be construed to create an employer-employee relationship, a joint
venture relationship, or to allow one party over the other to exercise discretion or control
over the professional manner in which they perform their work or services that are the
subject matter of this Agreement.

VIii.
INDEMNIFICATION, DEFENSE AND HOLD HARMLESS AND INSURANCE
COVERAGE

A. To the fullest extent permitted by law, City shall indemnify, defend and hold
harmless District, its Elected Officials, Officers, Employees, Agents, and Volunteers
against all liability, claims, suits, actions, costs, expenses, damages, judgements, or
decrees arising from the provision of services undertaken by the SRO pursuant to
this Agreement. City shall also, at City's own expense, defend the District, its
Elected Officials, Officers, Employees, Agents, and Volunteers against any liability,
claim, suit, action or proceeding brought against District, its Elected Officials,
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Officers, Employees, Agents, and Volunteers, arising from the actual work
performed by the SRO. The obligations of this paragraph survive the termination of
this Agreement.

. District shall, at District's own expense, defend the City, its Officers, Employees,
Police Department and its Officers, Board Members, Agents, and Volunteers against
any liability, claim, suit, action or proceeding brought against City and/or any of its
Police Department members or the Department itself, its Elected Officials, Officers,
Employees, Agents, and Volunteers, arising from the District's performance, or non-
performance, of any obligation set forth in this Agreement and/or for performance of
non-obligations beyond the Agreement that create liability, loss, damage, or harm of
any kind in which the City and/or any of its paid Staff are made a party to the
litigation as a result of such actions or non-actions of the District. The obligations of
this paragraph survive the termination of this Agreement.

. District shall secure and maintain, at all times during the term of this Agreement,
Commercial General Liability Insurance or participation in a Self-Insurance Program
with minimum limits of one million combined single limit bodily injury and property
damage. On request by City, District shall provide a Certificate of Insurance or other
evidence demonstrating compliance with this provision of the Agreement.

. Each party has the absolute discretion to determine whether a settlement of any
claim, liability, lawsuit, demand, or litigation, as to that party, is acceptable or should
otherwise be had; however, where the claim, liability, lawsuit, demand, or litigation is
the sole obligation of the other party as established in Section VIII (A) or (B), the
party responsible for indemnification, defense and/or hold harmless obligations shall
have the right to take control of the matter through their retained counsel so long as
the obligations of this Section are being met and are thereafter satisfied, including
but not limited to any indemnification and/or defense obligation.

IX.
MISCELLANEOUS

. Each party shall promptly notify the other of any claim being threatened or advanced
that arises from the terms of this Agreement. Notice shall be prompt and timely if
given within 30 days following the date of receipt of a claim or 10 days following the
date of service of process of a lawsuit. This provision shall survive the termination,
expiration, or cancellation of this Agreement.

. Any dispute between the parties, or any claim for declaratory relief seeking an
interpretation of this Agreement, shall be governed by the laws of the State of
California, and shall be filed and prosecuted through dismissal or judgement in the
Tehama County Superior Court.

. Neither party shall discriminate in employment practices or in the delivery of services
on the basis of race, color, creed, religion, national origin, sex, age, marital status,
sexual orientation, medical condition (including cancer, HIV, and AIDS) physical or
mental disability, use of family care leave under either the Family & Medical Leave
Act or the California Family Rights Act, or on the basis of any other status or conduct
protected by law.
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D. District represents that it is in compliance with and agrees that District and City shall
continue to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C.
sections 12101, et seq.), the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Government Code
sections 12900, et seq.), and regulations and guidelines pursuant thereto and
actually and legally applicable to the City.

E. If any portion of this Agreement or application thereof to any person or circumstance
is declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction or if it is found in
contravention of any Federal or State statute or regulation or County and/or City
Ordinance, the remaining provisions of this Agreement, or the application thereof,
shall not be invalidated thereby and shall remain in full force and effect to the extent
that the provisions of this Agreement are severable.

A. Any notices required or permitted pursuant to the terms and provisions of this
Agreement shall be given to the appropriate Party at the address specified below or
at such other address as the Party shall specify in writing. Such notice shall be
deemed given: (1) upon personal delivery; or (2) if sent by first class mail, postage
prepaid, two days after the date of mailing.

SUMMARY:

The Public Works Department has received a Notice of Substantial Completion (NOSC) from
Broadbent on behalf of Pilot Flying J. The NOSC is presented to Council as Attachment “A’. Once
accepted by City Council the City may take ownership of the newly installed waterline providing all City
conditions have been accomplished or agreed upon.

On February 1st the Public Works Department presented Broadbent with a “punch-list’ of work
remaining before City acceptance which is scheduled to be completed the week of February 12" through
the 16". Broadbent has worked diligently to fulfill City conditions as listed in Attachment “B”; letter of
conditions from the City of Corning to Broadbent dated February 5, 2018. Upon Broadbent and Pilot
having satisfied the conditions, the City will issue Pilot a letter of utility acceptance. An update will be
provided to City Council at the February 13, 2018 Meeting.

It is anticipated that the waterline will be operational to the City Water System by February 15, 2018.

BACKGROUND:

In the early 1990’s the Dudley Petty Truckstop operated at the northeast corner of South Avenue &
Highway 99W. At some time during the closure of the trucking establishment, a cleaning solvent was
spilled on or near the site. That solvent caused groundwater contamination in the area. After extensive
testing six (6) Tehama County residents were identified as having their domestic drinking water wells
affected by the contamination.

In 2005 Pilot/Flying J Truckstop acquired the property and inherited the groundwater contamination
issue from the previous owners. Since that time, Loves Truckstop has taken over and is now the current
owner of the local travel stop. Pilot/Flying J is still and remains the responsible agency of the
groundwater contamination matter.

Pilot/Flying J Truckstop has been maintaining individual filtration systems to each of the six (6)
separate domestic wells. The California Regional Water Quality Control Board tasked Pilot/Flying J to
provide a more permanent solution to the contaminated wells.

During a Council Meeting in March 2012, travel services Pilot/Flying J and the City of Corning
tentatively agreed to move forward with plans to install a waterline extension of the Corning Municipal
Water System that would serve the affected properties. Broadbent (engineering) of Chico was employed
by Pilot/Flying J to design the waterline extension; work closely with the six property owners, the City of
Corning, Tehama County Public Works and the Regional Water Quality Control Board.

Pilot awarded the construction project to local contractor Jason Abel Construction.

1. The undersigned is owner or agent of the owner of the interest or estate stated below in the property hereinafter described.

3. There was substantial completion of construction of the Corning Waterline Extension Project, a project consisting in general
of the potable waterline extension to connect five residences on Toomes Avenue and Houghton Avenue in the unincorporated
area immediately surrounding City of Corning potable water service and all related work.

4. The work has been substantially completed and is suitable to be put into use as of February 13, 2018, and has therefore been
accepted for ownership and operation by: The City Council of the City of Corning at a Regular Council Meeting, on February

13, 2018.

5. The remaining items of work consist, in general, of:

» Road repair per approved revised plans signed by the City Engineer May 25, 2017 as follows:
o Grind concrete slurry in trench three (3) inches below grade. Trench paving to extend 12 inches from trench
line, per details. Overlay areas will be completed in accordance with Project plans and specifications.

» One-inch service lateral connections to be completed at residential properties concurrent with disconnection and
physical separation of well water. Potable water lines to be thoroughly flushed until residual chlorine concentrations
reach the City water target concentration range (0.2 — 0.4 parts per million) (see Item 6).

»  All outstanding items in the City of Corning punch list dated February 1, 2018 will be completed as follows:

o Ditch line to be graded from intersection of Toomes Ave and South Ave north to the northern property
boundary of 3760 Toomes Ave.

o Repair driveway entrance at 3760 Toomes Ave.

o Install meters at five residences.

o Replace meter box at 3760 Toomes and install at 3808 Houghton to comply with specifications. All meter
boxes will be uniform.

o Blow-off valve on South Avenue east of Toomes Ave to be cut and capped near corp stop and backfilled.

o Six (6) inch riser installed on South Ave hydrant near Bell Carter driveway. Ditch to be regraded. Culvert
may be extended at the discretion of Pilot.

o South Ave & Houghton Ave connection with HDPE pipe, two (2) valves installed, third valve with tee
determined unnecessary. Omitted during construction, change depicted on As-Built drawings. During road
overlay activities valves will be built up flush with road. Edge of pavement to fall on east side of valves.

o Raise in-line valve between 3808 & 3832 Houghton Ave during road repairs.

o Relocate and/or remove bollard near northwest corner of Toomes and Loleta Ave intersection, per City
Engineer’s request.

o Hydrant lateral installed separate from the metered service lateral at 3929 Houghton Ave, per plans. This
can be verified after operation (when hydrant valve is closed service line is not interrupted).

o Cold patch to be removed to access valves at Intersection Loleta & Toomes prior to operation. To be
temporarily backfilled until road repair is completed.




o Three valves installed for future hydrants between Toomes Ave and HWY 99 on Loleta Avenue. Change of
location of first valve was discussed with City of Corning PW and Corning Fire Chief on 5/27/18 (Sta 5+03
per plans, installed at Sta 6+25) to be included on As-Built drawings.

The City of Corning is prepared to accépt the waterline portion of the Pilot Waterline Project with the
understanding that the road repair work will not be completed until this spring.

Upon your request, the Public Works Department will present the project to City Council at the
February 13, 2018 City Council Meeting under the following listed conditions:

1. Pilot/Broadbent is to prepare a Notice of Substantial Completion (NOSC) that will be presented
to City Council on 2/13/2018 and can be recorded at the Tehama County Recorder’s Office the

following day (providing all required signatures are in place),

a. The Public Works Department requests to review a DRAFT of the NOSC prior to its
presentation to City Council; no later than February 7, 2018;

2 The NOSC will reflect work that is completed and work that remains to be completed;

3. Before City ownership of the waterline a maintenance bond in an amount of $1,500,000 that is
representative of the estimated cost of the completed waterline work (at prevailing wage rates)
is to be provided to the City of Corning for the maintenance period from the time that the
NOSC is filed until the (final) Notice of Completion (NOC) is filed after the road repair project is
completed and accepted by the City of Corning. At the time of completion of the project, a
new maintenance bond shall be issued for the entire project at its actual cost at the prevailing

wage rates for period of (12) months;

4. The City will require a Performance/Guarantee bond in an amount of $150,000 that is :
representative of the estimated cost to complete the road repair work (and ali other work not .
completed) at prevailing wage rates. This bond is to be issued concurrent with the above
required maintenance bond and shall cover only the work that remains to be completed as part

of Pilot's project.
5. A project ‘punch list’ of the waterline work completed to date is included with this Letter.

6. No further pressure testing of the line will be required, but the line will need to be chlorinated
and sampled as presented in the ‘Disinfection Certification Packet’ that Broadbent provided to

the City on January 9, 2017
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7. The waterline chlorine residual will match that of the municipal water system prior to
activation.

8. You will receive a formal letter of acceptance from the City once the conditions have been
determined satisfactorily complete.

BACKGROUND:

The City Council, on June 27, 2017 adopted by Resolution 06-27-2017-01 the 2017-
2018 Program of Service and Annual Budget. Within the approved 2017-2018 Budget,
the Council allotted $3,000 for a Feral Cat Program within the City.

Contact was made with various local Veterinary Clinics/Hospitals to obtain costs for a
feral cat spay/neuter program. The Mill Creek Veterinary Hospital in Los Molinos (8202
Hwy. 99E) provided the lowest cost for a spay/neuter program. The City is proposed to
cover 100% of this cost. The cost to the City will be $45 for spay/$35 for neuter and
includes rabies vaccination and right ear tip. Based on these rates, between 66-85 cats
can be spay/neutered this fiscal year. Possible additional costs on top of regular prices
include: $15 for cats in heat and $30 for cats that are pregnant. If patient is more than
30 days pregnant, patient will have IV Cath placed and IV fluids administered at $60 per
patient. If euthanasia is required for kittens, it will be performed at $5 per kitten. Should
Veterinary Staff determine that animal should be euthanized (sick, etc.) cost would be
$80 with disposal fee of $65.

The proposed Program will require individuals utilizing the Program to do the following:
e Obtain a Voucher from Corning Animal Control or City Hall (see attached
voucher);
o Utilizing live catch traps obtained through the Police Department, of which
there is a limited number of traps (2);
o Cats must be caught utilizing live traps, delivered to Mill Creek Veterinary
Clinic in Los Molinos by party catching cat; picked up by same individual
following release from Vet. Hospital, returned to place where caught and
released.
e Spaying/Neutering under this program will only take place on the last Friday
of the month. Services must be pre-scheduled with Mill Creek Veterinary
Hospital
Cats must be truly “Feral Cats” (no name, no collar, untouchable). If deemed by
Veterinary Staff to be non-feral the cost must be paid by the individual delivering the cat.

The cost will be:
» Spay: $70 and neuter/castration: $45;

$3,000 is included in the $28,000 budget line item 001-6300-2200 Professional

Services/ACO for this program.
